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Introduction

The following definitions of Special Educational Needs (SEN) have been
taken from section 20 of the Children and Families Act 2014.

A child or young person has SEND if he/she has a learning difficulty or disability
which calls for special educational provision to be made for them. A child of
compulsory school age or a young person has a learning difficulty or disability
if they:

Have a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others of
the same age; or

Have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of
educational facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the same age in
mainstream schools or mainstream post-16 institutions.

Children must not be regarded as having a learning difficulty solely because

their first/ home language is different from the language in which they will be
taught.

Aims and objectives of the Policy

Sir Simon Milton Westminster UTC aims to provide every child with access to a
broad and balanced education, albeit specialist provision in engineering and
information technology. This includes the National Curriculum, where relevant
to this age group, in line with the Special Educational Needs Code of Practice
2014.

In order to meet the Individual Needs of students, the College will:

1 Identify those who have SEND (Special Educational Needs and/or
Disability) at the earliest opportunity by gathering information from
parents/carers, feeder schools, and education, health and care services
before joining Sir Simon Milton Westminster UTC.

1 Monitor the progress of all students in order to aid the identification of
those with SEND. Continuous monitoring of those students with SEND
by their teachers will help to ensure that they are able to reach their full
potential.

1 Make appropriate provision to overcome all barriers to learning and
ensure students with SEND and other Individual Needs have full access
to the curriculum. This will be co-ordinated by the SEND CO (Special
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Educational Needs and Disability Co-ordinator) and will be carefully
monitored and regularly reviewed in order to ensure that individual
targets are being met and all students’ needs are catered for.

Work with parents to gain a better understanding of their child and
their child’s education. This includes supporting them in terms of
understanding SEND procedures and practices, providing regular reports
on their child’s progress and the effectiveness of this policy and the
school's SEND work.

Work with and in support of outside agencies when the students’
needs cannot be met by the school alone.

Create an environment in the school where students feel safe to
voice their opinions of their own needs. This means providing regular
one to one meetings between students and their teacher or SEND CO
and will be made easier by carefully monitoring the progress of all
students.

Provide on-going training for all staff working with students with SEND

Responsibility for Co-ordination of SEND Provision

A member of the Board of Governors will have specific responsibility
for SEN. This Governor will keep in regular contact with the SEND CO at
the school.

Andrea Maiden is the nominated SEND CO and will keep up-to-date

with, and monitor the school’'s SEND provision and produce the SEND

Report to the Governors on SEND at the school. The SEND CO, or

designate, will also be responsible for ensuring that arrangements are in

place for SEND provision throughout the school, including:

1 Responsibility for the day to day operation of this policy

1 Maintaining a register of students with SEND, and ensuring that SEND
learner records are up-to-date

1 Working closely with the Principal, the Senior Leadership Team and
other staff in co-ordinating provision for students with SEND

1 Managing staff employed to work with individual or groups of
students with SEND

1 Liaising with those within and outside the school who have
responsibility for child protection, attendance and family support
issues

1 Working closely with the parents/carers of students with SEND

1 Liaising with outside agencies to gain advice and support for students
with SEND

1 Contributing to in-service training for staff on SEND issues.
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1 Ensuring that the College is properly implementing the SEND 0-25

Code of Practice.

Arrangements for coordinating provision for students with SEND

The SEND CO will hold details of all SEND Support records for individual
students.

This information is made accessible to all staff and parents/carers in a clear
summary version in order to aid the effective co-ordination of Sir Simon Milton
Westminster UTC’s SEND provision. In this way, every staff member will have
complete and up-to-date information about all students with special needs
and their requirements which will enable them to provide for the individual
needs of all students. Staff may also request access to the SEND documents
held by the SEND CO on which this summary is based.

Admission and accessibility arrangements

The admission arrangements for all students are in accordance with
national legislation, including the Equality Act 2010. This includes children
with any level of SEND; those with Education, Health and Care Plans and
those without.

Sir Simon Milton Westminster UTC complies with all relevant accessibility
requirements. In line with Special Educational Needs Act 2002 and the
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Equality Act 2010 the Governors and Principal of the school will have in
place up-to-date Accessibility Plans. These will ensure that all staff and
students have full and easy access to all areas, both inside and outside the
building(s), with appropriate furniture and equipment available where
needed.

Allocation of resources for students with SEND

All students with SEND will have access to resources deployed by use of
Element 1 and 2 of Sir Simon Milton Westminster UTC’s budget. Some
students with SEND may access additional funding. For those with the
most complex needs, additional funding is retained by the local authority,
who will determine whether the level and complexity of need meets the
threshold for this funding.

Pupil premium and other funds may also be accessed to support the
requirements of students with SEND .

Identification of students’ needs

Monitoring and Assessment

The role of subject teachers is to provide high quality teaching for all students,
as the Code of Practice states: High quality teaching, differentiated for
individual students, is the first step in responding to students who have or may
have SEND. Additional intervention and support cannot compensate for a lack
of good quality teaching. Schools should regularly and carefully review the
quality of teaching for all students, including those at risk of
underachievement.
